

DeKalb County PRIDE Festival 2026 – Vendor Rules & Expectations

General Conduct
· This is a family-friendly event. No vulgar or explicit materials may be displayed at your booth.
· Vendors must remain respectful and professional at all times.
· If protesters or counter demonstrators are present, do not engage.
Set Up & Tear Down
· Set up begins at 12:00 PM.
· Event hours end at 6:00 PM.
· No early teardown is permitted.
Booth Space
· Standard booth size is 6 ft x 6 ft.
· Booths larger than 12 ft x 12 ft may require purchase of an additional space.
· Vendors must provide their own tables, chairs, and décor.
Tents & Canopies
· This is an open-air amphitheater with no weather protection.
· Vendors must bring their own tents/canopies.
· No staking allowed. All tents must be properly weighted.
Weather Policy
· Event will be held rain or shine.
· Cancellation only in cases of severe weather.
Food Vendors
· Must comply with all local health codes and regulations.
· Vendors are responsible for required permits and safe food handling.
Fees & Refunds
· All vendor fees are non-refundable after registration.
Liability
· Participation indicates agreement that DeKalb County PRIDE, the City of Auburn, and James Cultural Plaza are not liable for any loss, damage, or injury.
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
